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The Royal Northwest Mounted Police set up
a permanent detachment in Teslin in 1919. The
one-man post was established by Corporal C.
Stephens. The old RCMP office and barracks was
built in the early 1940s, when another man was
added to the detachment, and abandoned 10
years later when a new building was constructed.
This building has been extensively renovated.
The Anglican Mission Church and School was

the first church in Teslin and may be the oldest

building in the village. The church was built in

1908 by the Teslin Tlingit congregation under

the direction of a divinity student, J. B. Bythell.

Missionaries would come to hold services there

during the summer months. When the building

fell into disrepair in 1923, missionary S. W.

Semple had the church pulled down. The logs

were used to build another church with new

material for the roof. A log chapel was attached

to the east side and there was a bell tower on the

west or lake side of the building. The church was

de-consecrated and rented as a private residence

during the 1940s and ‘50s and the bell tower

and chapel were removed. About 1956 the

congregation started using the building as a parish

hall.
